Recovery Research Network (RRN) Collective
Terms of reference 

1. The primary purpose of the RRN Collective is to discuss, propose and agree: (i) responses from the RRN and (ii) the future direction and associated activities of the RRN. The RRN Collective is a group who are sufficiently engaged in the RRN to speak for it.

2. The RRN will devise a method for between-meeting consultations, and will be responsible for finalising consultation responses. All RRN Collective actions or statements will be discussed and ratified by vote at each network meeting. These terms of reference will evolve, with any changes also agreed at the next RRN meeting. All RRN members – whether part of or not part of the Collective – have an equal vote at RRN meetings.

3. Criteria for joining the RRN Collective are:

· being an active member of the RRN (shown for example by attending / presenting at meetings, organising speakers, leading consultations)

· being able to continue to commit some time to the RRN

· accepting the invitation to join

4. The Collective was formed in November 2010 by inviting RRN members who had attended several RRN meetings to join. Membership will be reviewed annually by the existing RRN Collective, to enable inactive members to formally step down from the Collective, and active members to join.
5. The RRN Collective is intended to be a pragmatic and inclusive sub-group within the RRN, and in no sense an ‘elite’.
